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Headaches, unnecessary complexity, and burdens that taxpayers - both individuals and businesses - face because of the existing system:

The present tax code is a headache.  It is far too complex for even the best IRS agents to understand.  And, it is an undue burden on our citizens to deal with tens of thousands of pages of code that are the direct result of special interests having tax law written for their benefit.

Aspects of the tax system that are unfair.  Taxing savings.  Taxing earnings on income on which tax has already been paid

Specific examples of how the tax code distorts important business or personal decisions.: A business return in which the tax payer keeps his books on an accrual basis and reports on a cash basis.  If the business does not pay its bills it cannot deduct the expenses it has incurred.  This will result in taxable income for which the business must pay taxes - even when it cannot pay its creditors.  This is insane!!!

Goals that the Panel should try to achieve as it evaluates the existing tax system and recommends options for reform. 

Take politics out of the tax system.  Implement a tax system that does not tax investment made to generate jobs and opportunity.
