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The present tax system is so complex that even the experts don’t agree on what it all means. This makes doing my taxes a very worrisome time. I worry that I am not taking all of my deductions or possibly taking a deduction that I should not. As a result I am now paying someone else to do them for me. This does not remove the worry, but puts someone else in the hot seat with me. It also adds to my tax burden by $100.00+ each year. It is time to fix this problem by simplifying the tax code.

The most unfair thing about the present system is that it taxes people that are at the poverty level. This should not be necessary in a country as rich as ours. If the system was kinder to these people some (not all) would lift themselves above the poverty level. It seems that the present system is designed to keep the poor in poverty rather than help to them get ahead.

How does the current system affect business decisions? For one thing, I would like to hire my student as an employee, but the tax burden and additional paperwork are too much for me to take on at this time. 

The goals of tax reform should be simplification and fairness. I believe that this can be accomplished. Of all the ideas that I have looked into, the Fair Tax bill (HR25) is the most fair and simple.
