Subject: INDIVIDUAL comments re: tax system

Dear Tax Reform Panel,

This letter transmits my public comments regarding unfair provisions in the Federal Tax Code.

I strongly feel that differential tax treatment of income, based on the wage earner’s marital status, is fundamentally unfair.  All wage earners with a given income should be taxed at the same rate, irrespective of marital status or spousal income.  All married people should file separately, with tax rates equal to the tax rates for single people.  Allowable deductions and credits should similarly be equalized between married and unmarried taxpayers, with married people appropriating each deduction or credit to one or the other spouse, without duplication.

The tax code could also be greatly simplified with the elimination of all deductions and credits.  The economic activities of the American citizenry should be directed by market forces.  Deductions and credits in the tax code distort those market forces.
