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As a bisexual person, I can see both sides of the argument.  However, no matter how convinced the ‘moral right’ is of their position, the current tax laws are discriminatory in an age where we, as Americans, tout ourselves as the premier supporters of democracy and freedom.  

This issue goes far beyond gay/lesbian/transgender arguments.  I am in a long term relationship with a man who I will only marry if the mother of his child finally releases him from his current custody agreement, which is to not marry or he will lose any custody of his son.  I would like to marry this man, and become a good-step mother to his child.  I also carry the only insurance between the three of us; however, the current tax laws forbid me to share this with my beloved and his son.  

The current tax laws hurt as many, if not more, people than gay/lesbian/transgender people it attempts to exclude.  I am testament to that.  The few people this would indirectly affect upholding these tax laws would never have to face any of the situations I or my sisters and brothers in the subcultures of America would ever have to face.  Listen to the people who are harmed by the injustice of the tax laws, rather than those who rather relegate us to the wayside than face ugly truths.   The word of the Lord was to love our neighbors.  There was never any stipulations attached.
