For all our professional lives my same sex partner and I have subsidized, through taxation, heterosexual values (e.g. child welfare and public education programs) while all the time being denied the economic benefits of our own 10+ year coupling.  

1. Unlike our heterosexual counterparts, we are taxed for healthcare premiums and do not have access to flexible spending accounts to reimburse one another’s medical expenses.   

2. Our assets are not automatically passed on, tax free, to the surviving partner in the event of death.
3. We are denied survivor benefits under social security even though we pay the same payroll taxes as heterosexual workers. 
4. We are not eligible for spousal benefits should either of us become disabled even though we pay equally into the program. 

In an age when our current president seeks to constitutionally negate the legitimacy of our relationship will you choose to add insult to injury by also denying us economic justice?
