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Individual Submission to Federal Tax Reform Panel

TAX PANEL SEEKS PUBLIC COMMENT

WASHINGTON, DC - Senator Connie Mack, Chairman of the President's Advisory 

Panel on Federal Tax Reform, announced at the Panel's first meeting, 

February 16, 2005 that the Panel is seeking public comments on the following

issues:

1. Headaches, unnecessary complexity, and burdens that taxpayers - both 

individuals and businesses - face because of the existing system.

(a) I find the tax forms unnecessarily Complex & unmanageable.

(b) Trying to Keep track of what is a deduction & what is not from year to 

year very difficult.

(c) Working 2 jobs & trying to take care of my family, I find I have almost 

no time to focus on finding deductions or carefully filling out overly 

complex tax forms.

(d) Also I find trying to go through one of those tax preparation companies 

costs as much if not more than I might get as a refund

2. Aspects of the tax system that are unfair.

Here in Virginia the tax system taxes on payroll for both federal & state, 

but the state also has a sales tax, so for those here in Virginia we are 

taxed when we earn our money & when we spend it which I feel is too much.

3. Specific examples of how the tax code distorts important business or 

personal decisions.

I had a Roth Ira account for retirement when I was younger but due to the 

current tax system I had to close that account in 2004 just to pay my 2003 

tax bill;  So I am fearful of starting another IRA account because of what I

may have to pay for 2004.

4. Goals that the Panel should try to achieve as it evaluates the existing 

tax system and recommends options for reform.

I'd like to see all payroll taxes removed on both the state & federal levels

& just have a retail Sales tax

If a payroll tax must remain then simplfy the refund process down to a 1 

page form.
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
