Add me to the list or FairTax H.R 25, S25 supporters.  

I will not go over all the benefits of this plan, as I am sure the panel has a copy of the legislation and by now is fully familiar with the proposal and the grass roots support it has.

It may not be easy to implement and transition may be complex and costly, especially for states that currently have an income tax, but nothing can be as complex and hard to deal with is our current Federal Income Tax system, Payroll Taxes and the IRS.  In the end, the short-term costs and aggravation will be well worth it. 

It may be politically difficult for some politicians as they may fight to keep their power to do social engineering through the income tax code.  The FairTax Bill, H.R.25 was originally introduced by a Democratic and a Republican as bipartisan legislation and has always had cosponsors from both parities. Democratic Rep. John Barrow sees plenty of grounds for opposition.

"I'm sure not in favor of the so-called FairTax," Barrow said. "It's a raw deal for folks in the middle class and elderly as well." 

When a middle class family of four with a $50,000 annual income will only pay an effective tax rate of about 12% and no payroll taxes, that’s not a raw deal.  When a retired person on Social Security will pay no taxes up to the poverty level and work as much as they like without having any of their SS taken away, that’s not a raw deal.  It is clear from Rep. Barrows statement that he does not understand the FairTax   It is also clear, the Minority Leader has decided to fight the FairTax and make it a partisan issue.
