I have lived in Hawaii since 1979 and have operated my own tax consulting and preparation business for the last twenty five years here in Hawaii. Each year during tax session, and I compare it to duck or deer session, I have new clients who come to me to have me do their tax work and it never fails that two or three come to me to get caught up on their taxes, because they have not filed for from two to five years. These people always say the same thing, “It is just too big a hassle to have to file every year,” or they know they are going to have to pay and do not want to file their taxes because they don't have the extra money or do not want to borrow to pay the IRS what they might owe. I explain to them that they can submit a payment proposal to the IRS if they owe, and many just don't know they can do that and finally they eventually I help them get their tax problems straightened out with some paperwork filed to the IRS. 
My main point here is that people just don't like to work with the IRS and feel they are being imposed upon by the tax system, especially when they have already paid their withholding tax during the year through their employers. They are not willing to work with the tax offices or the IRS because they are afraid the IRS is going to abuse them in some way. So, they just don't do anything until they absolutely have to. This tells me one thing. The IRS is to intimidating to the common people and the people do not want to work with IRS or State people who do not treat them with any respect as a person, or be honest with them. I see so many people who are just plain afraid and mad at the IRS. I put it that way because some people are very angry that they have to pay taxes when they feel they shouldn’t have to pay. Some are very angry because they get some boiler plated letter from the IRS that says they owe and it is found out later that the IRS office did not process the taxpayers return properly. This is all very stressful to people and in some cases very unhealthy. Unhealthy because just the mention of the word IRS sends images of the IRS taking their home away or them having to be drug down to some tax court to explain their side of a tax return they feel they shouldn’t have had to file in the first place.
Even though I understand the tax process pretty well, and that is why I have many  people who come to me each year who just don’t understand any of it and are having IRS troubles, it can be made simpler for the everyday Joe on the street, who may or may not have to pay the IRS taxes. 

A flat tax would be great, if, it were beneficial to the taxpayer and not to the government(s). Everyone would pay their fair share and government would not have to hassle the poor shmuck down on the street who is trying to make a living and get a few dollars ahead to take a well earned annual vacation to Vegas or back to your side of the world, the mainland. It may put me out of work doing tax preparations, but, if it were made to work, I am sure it would help a lot of people. But again, some IRS bureaucrat would find a way to change things and we would be right back where we are now with a system that is too complex for the average person to understand and with people in the IRS who do not understand their own rules and regulations. A point in fact is the issue that nobody in the IRS can answer or find in their regulations about who has to pay income tax in the United States.
