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Dear Chairman Mack and Tax Reform Panel members,
Thank you for the opportunity to contribute to this process.  I have researched H.R. 25/S 25 which provides for a National Retail Sales Tax instead of an income tax, and believe that it is the best possible solution to our tax dilemma in this country.
I am writing in show of my support for the Fair Tax plan and to encourage you to recommend it to the President as the solution to fix the tax code.  The Fair Tax addresses all the points specified by President Bush.

The FairTax promotes a consumption tax.  It provides that the only exclusions form a National Retail Sales Tax be the transactions among businesses and purchases of used goods.  All other deductions, exclusions, credits and exemptions would be eliminated.

The tax rate for a National Retail Sales Tax should be sufficient to fund the government at the current level of funding.  Changing the manner in which taxes are collected should not negatively affect the amount needed to fund the government.
The FairTax covers a wider base than currently collected which would include foreign tourists to U.S. shores, and would effectively tax illegal aliens who are banking large sums of money tax-free and sending it out of the country.

The FairTax also accommodates the poor by providing a monthly prebate (to use on the necessities of life) which will, in effect, pre-pay the sales tax leaving them with no tax liability up to the poverty level.

Charitable giving will increase because everyone will have more to give.  They will be giving untaxed money to charities of their choice.

It has been demonstrated to me personally that this plan will be the best thing to ever happen to home ownership in this country.  More Americans will be able to afford a home of their own.  The taxes will only apply to new construction and the purchaser will be able to roll the taxes into their loans and pay the taxes over the life of their loan.  If a person decides to sell prior to loan maturity, the taxes will be due in full.

Collecting the FairTax would be an easy transition since retail establishments already posess this capability and would relieve the retailer of the time and cost of compliance with the current system.
Business to business transactions would be tax-free increasing productivity and lowering costs passed on to consumers.  Businesses would by responsible for collecting the NRST from retail customers and passing it on to the tax authorities.

FairTax legislation is the simplest of all suggested methods proposed to replace the current system of taxation.  Americans would be given the freedom to choose when and where to pay their taxes, know the exact amount they are being taxed on each transaction rather than sweating through the pain staking process of compliance wondering if they are paying the right amount.  Currently we are intimidated with imprisonment for failure to keep accurate records etc.  This is unfair to people who try their best to do what is right and pay their fair share.

Simply stated, there is nothing more fair or more consistent with a free, democratic society than the FairTax.  Every person making a purchase in this country participates in funding our government.  The wealthy will not be able to avoid it.  The poor will receive compensation for taxes on their basic necessities.

The FairTax will allow our economy to grow by keeping more tax dollars and more jobs at home.  Compliance and regulation charges will come down.  Americans will no longer be oppressed with confusing forms to fill out.  The government will no longer have to hunt down evaders, etc.
Change is always frightening.  People will have to get used to doing things a little different.  The government will have to get used to doing things a little different but everyone will benefit.  They system is so simple.  It will take thought and planning to make the transition but you are all smart people and this is the time to do something good for Americans.

Please consider this plan as a replacement for our current tax system.  It was developed at the expense of 20 million dollars.  It was put together by the best economic minds in our country and has been endorsed by over 75 economic scholars.  Please recommend the FairTax.
